RULES AND DELIVERY INSTRUCTIONS:

*  Quilt must not have been previously exhibited in a Richmond Quilters’ Guild show.

*  Each quilt entered must have a four (4) inch sleeve and a fabric label with the owner’s name. Exception: No
sleeve needed for quilts measuring less than 24” X 24”

* Deliver all quilts to the ACCA Shriner Center on Friday, October 16, 2023 from 9 AM — 11 AM. Make sure you
receive a claim ticket for EACH quilt entered.

* Quilts may be picked up AFTER 5:30PM on Sunday, October 18 after all quilts are taken down. No quilts will
be released earlier. Quilt Claim Ticket will be required to verify quilt owner. If you are picking up for another
quilter, you must have a letter and the claim ticket(s) from that quilter giving permission.

ENTRY PROCEDURE:
*  Complete one (1) “Quilt Entry Form” FOR EACH QUILT entered.

* Either download the form and complete in ink or complete electronically.
* If downloaded, take a photo of the completed form (BOTH sheets MUST be signed) and a photo of your quilt.
* If electronic, save the completed document for uploading and take a photo of your quilt.

* Either email both sheets of the completed form along with the picture or send by postal service.
